FAA (AC150/5200-33) REVIEW

Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Advisory Circular (AC150/5200-33A) entitled “Hazardous Wildlife Attractants on or Near Airports” states that land use practices that attract or sustain hazardous wildlife populations on or near airports can significantly increase the potential for wildlife-aircraft collisions.  The FAA recommends that landfills, wastewater treatment facilities, surface mining, wetlands and other uses that have the potential to attract wildlife, be restricted in the vicinity of an airport.
